
If a Soldier accrues nine absent without leave (AWOLs) 

within a training year, that Soldier can be separated from the Army 

National Guard per AR 135-178, Enlisted Administrative Separations, 

Chapter 13.  Each IDT day (Saturday & Sunday) is divided 

into two periods, morning and afternoon.  

For example, if a Soldier is AWOL on Saturday afternoon and Sunday 

morning, the Soldier has accumulated two periods of AWOL.  

A Soldier will accrue nine AWOLs once a total of 

nine periods are missed.

Conditions Of Unexcused Absence States, 

“Soldiers will be charged with unsatisfactory participation when 

without proper authority they (1) accrue in any one-year period a total 

of nine or more unexcused absences from scheduled 

Inactive Duty Training.”
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
